Forty-one years in the making in Western Australia.
a Chris Ros 2010

Forty-one years is a long time to wait but Western Australia is a patient state 7 up to a point.

Back in the 19606s whAastrali&was hom,avhooveuldRave thoagit thiat the sport would become a
worldwide competition? People and horses regularly fly around the world to compete now. Back in 1966 at the first Quilty,
riders came from QId, Tasmania, Victoria and South Australia and of course from the local state of New South Wales.
There were no riders or horses from Western Australia. The dusty, gravel highway across the Nullarbor Plain was too
much of an obstacle and the approx 2500 miles (one way) was much too far to travel. The first Quilty buckle came to WA
in 1968 with a gap of four years till the next one.

The Quilty itself now travels around Australia to give those in the distant states a chance to compete in the National
Championship Ride. Riders from all states, & overseas, make the long trip to compete in whichever state the Quilty is
being held. Western Australian riders & horses now travel regularly to compete in this prestigious event.

In Western Australia one man, a veterinarian by profession, Brian Mickey had the foresight to travel over East of his own
accord to experience this new sport of Endurance Riding. This information enabled him to organise the first ever
Endurance Ride in this most distant of Australian states.

In November of 1969, a ride was organised by members of the Badgingarra Polocrosse & Riding Club. The very small
town of Badgingarra is just over two hundred kilometres North of Perth. The distance for the ride was fifty miles (eighty
kilometres) and it started and finished at the Cadabby Roadhouse on the Brand Highway at Badgingarra. Brian Mickey
was the vet with one assistant, Mr R Wroth. About ten competitors started with only four horses finishing the ride with two
of these passing the final vet check.

The winner was Bob McHours riding a part Arab called Sooky, with his father Rod McHours coming in second. (My thanks
must go to Mrs McHours for this information. Unfortunately a house fire on the farm destroyed the records & photos from
the ride.)

First prize was donated by the well-known Arab breeder, Mr Charlie Readhead and was a free service to Summer Storm-
Mr Readheadds Purebred Arab Stallion.

Sooky was a part Quarter Horse/part Thoroughbred and in this photo is seen with his showjumping hat on. Mrs McHours
says that even thBSoaghydhehevawasadhyetdhiing but that. The nam
he was two years old and still sucking on his mother!!!

The other competitors were three from the Edwards family in Gingin, Jim Carver, Kevin Rimes & Greg Franklin from
Badgingarra, and a married couple working on a farm in the district. Frank Kessley was the starter with lots of helpers
throughout the day.

Since that very small beginning Endurance Riding in WA has become very popular with rides being held approximately
every two weeks throughout the cooler months with the larger rides attracting total entries of over a hundred.
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The Chippendale 100 ride was organised by the Ainsworth family (in 1970) and started from their property in Duranillin

and finished in Waroona i a straight-line course. This ride was won by Ollie Treasure riding his Anglo Arab Grey Frost
(bred by himself). The time was 9 hrs 43 mins. The Chippendale ride ran for three years and was followed by several
others but they did not last long.

Doug Napier travelled approx 1500 miles (one way) from Derby in the far North to win the second Chippendale 100.

From 1971 rides of eighty kilometres were held regularly each year. In 1974 Roy Routledge (from Oakabella i near
Geraldton) came on the scene. Roy rode a part Arabmar e named ATychoo bred by hi msel
Mrs Grant from Moonyoonooka Station. Mrs Grant was one of the very early Arab breeders in WA. Roy rode Tycho
bareback and was practically unbeatable in rides from Moonyoonooka to Bridgetown.

The Western Australian Endurance Riders Assoc was formed in 1976.

In 1987 the first State Championship ride was held and t
William). Ray was another of the very prolific ride winners in the early days. Much more can be written about the
endurance milestones in this vast state but that is for another time.

The Quilty came to WA in each of the years it was allotted to this state, the first time in 1989 and was won by a
Queenslander i Tommy Thomsen & Prince. The last time was during the terrible El outbreak in the Eastern states in
2007. Some say this was the Quilty which was not a Quilty due to lack of eastern states horses. Would those same
knockers still say a Quilty held over East without Western Australian competitors was not a Quilty. | think not. Our horses
and riders have proved themselves time and time again, both here and over east and also when they have competed
overseas. Corey Lunt, a Junior rider at the time, rode well in Namibia and Ady Mcintosh competed favourably in New
Zealand.

The endurance horses bred in Western Australia have lived up to the reputation earned by much earlier ones bred here
which had been exported to India and also served so well with the Army during overseas wars. Many of the WA horses
have been exported to carry on with their endurance careers and some have gone to the Eastern states and several have
travelled around the world and back again.

This year 7 2010, forty-one years since that first ride at Badgingarra, Western Australia - has Norbert Radny and his
homebred Arabian stallion West Coast Acharon on the short list for the FEI World Endurance Championships in Kentucky
in September.

Acharon is a no fuss stallion and combines his endurance riding with a show career and stud duties with aplomb.
Congratulations to Jane & Norbert & of course to Acky.

Six riders and their support crew will fly out for Johannesburg on June 30 for the South African Championships at Fauresmith
Orange Free State, to defend the trophy of the winning teams event that the successful Squad Team won last year.

The Team , Kristie Taprell, Jil Bourton (A member of the successful 2009 team) Linda Tanian, Jess Dastani Bawden, Allix
Jones and Talea Haskow Stewart will be riding horses supplied to them by local endurance riders.

The second and potentially most challenging leg will be
through pine forests, then onto private land owned by the Ross family (by kind permission).

The ride base will be at Mt Pleasant which hosts annually a large agricultural show in addition to many livestock and horse
events. One of the best scenic routes in our State runs through Mount Pleasant linking Adelaide with the Barossa via the
rich pastoral lands, forestry and the wine areas of Springton and Eden Valley close to Mt. Pleasant.

Land was first purchased for forestry at Mount Crawford in 1909. Plantings commenced in 1914; two species of eucalypts
(Narrow-leaved Ironbark and South Australian Blue gum) and two species of pine (Radiata and Maritime pine) which
creates a fantastic horse riding environment. The current reserve area is in the region of 12,000 hectares.

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Australian Horse industry Council i Update

Members of horse organizations throughout Australia, and horse owners who are not members of any society, need to be

aware of the decision of the Primary Industries Ministerial Council (PIMC) that a deadline of December 1 2010 has been

set for the industry to show that it is prepared to support an EADRA.

The proposed timeline for finalising an EADRA is:

Define and choose the funding (cost recovery) options i 30 June

Undertake industry consultation process ani3liAdgasat i fy ¢
Prepare final draft of industry submission i mid October

Obtain industry sign off to final submission to Minister i mid November

(DAFF undertakes the assessment process, including legal advice, then providing advice t Minister)

Formal advice to PMIC i 1% December

This agreement between all governments (Federal, State and Territory) and the horse industry brings it with the certainty
of a properly co-ordinated response to any disease outbreak listed in the agreement. There are 22 diseases listed. Most
are going to have a far more dramatic impact on horses than that seen with Equine Influenza. Signing the EADRA also
means that industry has a role in deciding how a response is managed including monitoring of the costs involved.

Before the Government will sign EADRA they need to be convinced that any costs incurred in managing the disease
outbreak will be recouped. This is done through a levy mechanism. The levy will initially be set at zero dollars and remain
at that level until a disease occurs.

Levy options - some general principles:

A levy may be applied to a horse on multiple occasions e.g when each new set of shoes is fitted

More than one levy may be applied to the same horse e.g. a wormer levy and a horseshoe levy

It is possible to have differential levies e.g. for racing plates it may be $3.00 and for all other shoe $1.00

The following have been suggested as options for the levy:

Horse shoes, an event levy (the hores would be levied only once at each event, regardless of how many classes it
entered), via sales of hard feed or wormers, or via horse registrations.

Your input is needed now! We need your feedback and ideas as soon as possible, with your reasons why you think
particular options would or would not work. As an organization or an individual horse owner some thought needs to be
given to the levies that you might consider fair or worthy of support from the options listed above. Once we have received
your feedback a further discussion paper will be circulated setting out the advantages and disadvantages of the different
options.

class strapper for Linda Tanian and being part of the Australian Team.

So FEI, well Ady would never have been able to do this had she not done an FEI ride. | would never be able to ride in
another country or even represent my country hmmmmé need
First FEI - what you need to do:

1 FEl rider register $20.00 (form on our web site) takes about a week to process.

1 Register your horse for an FEI* is only $20.00 (to do a FEI* you do not need the FEI National Identification Log
book). (You and your horse must be qualified, that is not a novice horse or rider). Takes about a week to process.

1 Enteryour first FEI * event. 1t is that easyéé

If you are a light weight rider like myself you only need to be 70kg all up for an FEI*, so you still get your distance and
points in your light weight division. Remember FEI** and above is a different all up weight so you will no longer be
eligible for light weight points etc.

Weights - there are a few different things that you can do to weight up: Gel Pads, or you could make your own saddle
cloth with pockets and put your weights in the pockets. You can put weights on stirrups, if you only need to carry a few
extra kilos. | went with the 8kg Gel Pad costing me $510 + postage and 4x 500grams exercise weights on my stirrups.
OK, stop choking at the price; yes there are cheaper ones but as | intend doing a lot more FEI rides and also need to train
my horses with these weights, | went for the more expensive option and bought a quality pad. | did have a problem at first
with the pad slipping but once | got it worked out and tied to my saddle it did not move.

A couple of things to think about with FEI: when vetting your heart rate is slightly higher at 64 and not 60 like with our
normal WAERA rides. You must ride your horse over the line at the completion of your last leg. BC is worked out
differently to WAERA/AERA BC. Any issues in the vet ring, like whether you can continue or have vetted out, are relayed
to you through the ground jury not the chief steward. In other words if you have any queries or questions, go to your
ground jury. And last but not least just think your ride is being recorded world wide, how special are you and your
h o r swhat fun.

So - 8" May Eastern Hills FEI Challenge was my first FEI* ride.

Friday: Packed and ready to go, make sure all the rest of the crew staying at home were organised for Phillip to feed and
rug. Loaded Jack and headed down the drive. Anita has our spot organised and my only concern was getting through
the gate into our camping area that is not very wide. Got Jack settled and then spent about an hour raking out the honkie
nuts from his yard: | was not taking any chances. The next thing | know Anita is calling me to go and weigh in and do all
the paper work etc. So being FEI you need to be in your riding gear not just the usual jeans etc. Weighed in, all good,
paper work all ok, so left Anita doing the ride desk, went to get Jack to vet him in, and joined the queue waiting to vet.

Ten Commandments of Endurance Riding é

1.Buy the best-conformed horse you can afford. It will save you time, money, and disappointment in the long run. Be color
and sex blind. Remember the Golden Rule of Endurance: no major conformation faults in the front legs below the knees!
Yes, look closely at the feet and the way they strike during movement.

2. Fat is good on an endurance horse. It helps to make the distance. In most rides over 30 miles, the horse must tap into
his fat storage for fuel and energy. Without stored fat, he will be "flat out of gas!" | am speaking, of course, of fat on a well-
muscled, conditioned athlete. It is a statistical fact that a horse carrying extra weight at the start of the Tevis Cup ride has
a far better chance of finishing than an equally conditioned horse that is lean.

3. It takes three years to make an endurance horse. Even though a horse can occasionally achieve metabolic and
muscular condition in as little as six months, it takes far longer to build bone density and tendon and ligament strength. So
don't hurry. Take your time and reap the rewards.

4. Likewise, familiarize yourself with the anatomical workings of the horse, especially the feet. The feet determine a good
deal of health in the horse, not to mention the primary locomotion factor. Read "Lifetime of Soundness" by Hiltrud
Strasser DVM.

5. "Horses run on instinct, not on intellect.” The rider IS responsible for our own horse's well being, not them. Often we
hear, "my horse wanted to run, | didn't make him! Why was he pulled for metabolic reasons at the lunch stop?" There are
a lot of reasons horses run at endurance races, not the least of, it feels good! Reasons include fear, panic, too much
excitement too soon in the horse's career, instinct to run with the herd, and poor training. It is the rider's responsibility

to ride the ride the same way the horse was ridden in his conditioning, and to the extent the horse is capable and safe.
Horses react differently on race day. It is important to have a strategy to handle this situation and stick with it! Never run
the first 10 miles any faster than you know the horse can run the last 10 miles of the competition.

6. Endurance horses pace; cows stampede. This is the logical extension of "commandment No.5." In your conditioning
training, teach your horse a fast walk, medium trot, extended trot, and an easy canter. The speed of your horse should be
exactly the same all the time, just as one would put a vehicle at a practical and constant road speed on a long trip to
save gas. Slowing down and speeding up uses energy and that is counter-productive to long distance efficiency. When
your horse learns an even pace, he will feel comfortable and confidant when he uses it in a ride and it will become
automatic for him and easy for you, too.

7. Horses have a limited number of downhill miles. The front legs of a horse take at least 75% of the concussion on flat
terrain. It is exponential on down hill terrain and even worse on downhill terrain with any rider, especially a heavyweight!
Teach your horse a collected downhill trot. Use it only on races when it is necessary; i.e., the Tevis Cup is one ride that it
is almost impossible not to trot downhill on. During conditioning, walk downhill or get off your horse and lead him at a trot.

8. Rest is as important as conditioning miles. One of the least used tools of endurance riders can be rest. Once a horse is
a veteran (approximately, a three-year horse) he should have three months off during the winter (Ed 7 our summer!). All
horses should have a week rest after a fast 50 and a month off after a 160km. Conditioning should be completed weeks
before the rides, not increased in the month preceding the ride.

9. Horses don't lie. Pay close attention to your horse's moods and appetite. If they are suddenly irritable, lose appetite,
lethargic, buck, or are anything other than their normal self, try to figure out why! An endurance horse that loses his
appetite and drops weight may be being ridden too hard. In this case, you back off on his conditioning until he again
begins gaining weight. Any other changes can be due to foot pain, saddle fit, electrolyte imbalance, body misalignment, or
a variety of reasons. If you cannot pinpoint the problem or it doesn't resolve in a short time, get a professional to help you!

10. The most important ingredient in endurance riding or training is trust. To have a safe and long endurance career, your
horse needs to have total trust in you. You must be his comforter, his leader, and his saviour! In moments of panic, he
must turn his back on his instincts and trust you to save him. This is a big responsibility for us as horse owners. But, in a
moment that can be life or death for you and your horse, you will be glad if you take the lead. To build trust, you must

be consistent, kind, fair, and relaxed. Never let him down and he'll do the same for you.

What you need to know

Challa Station is 60km east of Mt Magnet. If you are coming from Perth you will need to take the Great
Northern Highway, remembering to turn right at Wubin. There are many truck bays along the way, suitable for
resting. Challa Station is just under 600km from Midland with only 10km of gravel road.

When you reach Magnet, turn east at the BP roadhouse towards Sandstone. Drive for 47km i all bitumen.
Turn right onto the Youanmi Rd and drive for 2km. Then turn right onto the Challa road, this is gravel but is in
good condition. Drive for 10km, until you see the homestead. There will be signs telling you where to go. Go
steady over the grids.

Communication: you may get a mobile signal with a Telstra phone and a car kit. Our preferred form of
communication is by UHF radio and we are on channel 8. If you have a hand held UHF radio, bring it along.
Accommodation: we envisage that most people will come self contained. There are no powered sites but

there are toilets and hot showers at ailabkeinshbeveningsr 6 s ¢
when the generator is running.
There are a | imited number of rooms at the shearer 0s

your bedding and it will be very cold at night. Facilities are basic.

Meals: the nearest shops are in Mt Magnet i 60 km away. Bring your own food. The shearers quarters has a
kitchen that you can use. Refrigeration can be arranged but is very limited. We will have a BBQ on the
Saturday night. If you would like to order a BBQ pack, let us know. We will provide salads. The Challa girls will
be running a cake stall on the Saturday and Sunday.

Rubbish: an incinerator will be available to burn combustible rubbish. Otherwise we would appreciate it if you
can take your rubbish with you.

Arrival and Departure:pl ease | et us know when you will be arriyv
before the ride and leave a few days afterwards, we realise that it is a long way for most people to come.
Horses: you will need to bring your own yards, feed and hay. Please clean up thoroughly upon departure and
put manure etc in the place provided. Plenty of water will be available.

Environmental: Challa Station has a fragile environment. Please take care not to run over vegetation,
especially bushes. Please keep to the tracks and allocated areas. Avoid setting up horse yards where there
are small bushes as it is unlikely the bushes will survive. If in doubt, ask.

Medical: Mount Magnet has a nursing post but any major emergencies will involve the RFDS. The nursing
post is closed on weekends except for emergencies. There is no pharmacy in town.

Aircraft: Skippers Aviation fly to Mt Magnet from Perth. Challa Station has an airstrip, non riders are welcome
to fly in. Please contact us for more details. An aircraft is available to hire to search for missing horses and/or
riders if required.

Dogs: Please leave your dogs at home. Challa Station has hundreds of poisonous baits and dog traps laid
over the property for the control of wild dogs. Please ring us if you wish to discuss this further.

Finally: Our family have |ived at Challa station since 18
lease. We hope that you enjoy coming to our 250 000 acre home. We want everybody to really enjoy
themselves over the weekend. Please come and say hello, join in with social events and appreciate what a
very special place this is.
